A civil action is "an action brought to enforce, redress, or protect a private 
or civil right; a noncriminal litigation" (Black's Law Dictionary, 10th ed). 
Civil proceedings are everything that follows from pursuing a civil action. 
Proceedings are governed by the remaining rules of civil procedure, 
grouped by title as follows:

When civil action has begun, always check Rule 81. 

There are 94 district courts, organized into 12 regional circuits, plus a 
federal circuit. Cases tried at the district level can be appealed at the 
circuit level. This is why district courts are sometimes called trial courts 
and circuit courts are sometimes called appellate courts. Cases reviewed at 
the circuit level can be appealed to the Supreme Court.

Rule 81 deserves more attention than can be paid here, but in short:
